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New AGA Digital Teaching
Slides on the Pancreas

This year the American Gastroenter ological
Association (AGA) has issued a new series of Pancreatic
Physiology and Pancreatitis teaching slides that represent a
completely revised and expanded set of images from the
previous Pancreatitis units. Available as individual titles, or
as a compilation of 6 units with atotal of 464 digital slides,
the new programs are a continuation of the AGAG effort to
support medical education. For ease of use, the Media
Center has acquired the complete series edition on one CD.

The combined titles in this set review pancreatic
physiology, the causes of pathophysiology, and the diagnosis
and management of acute and chronic pancreatitis. The
phot ogr aphs, micr ographs, and illustrations explain
important concepts in the understanding of how the
pancr eas f unctions and serve to add a scientif ic basis to
the treatment of inflammatory and ot her conditions
af f ecting this vital organ. | mages ar e accompanied by
explanatory legends that contain recent literature
citations, providing a valuable teaching and self -educat ional
resource. The senior aut hor is Fred Gorelick, M.D.,

Prof essor of Medicine (Digestive Diseases) and Cell Biology
at Yale University School of Medicine and VA Connecticut
in West Haven, CT.

Dr. Gorelick has organized the teaching slides into
the following sections: Part | : Pancreatic Physiology and
Biology | ; Part | 1: Pancreatic Physiology and Biology I | ;
Part | 11: Acute Pancreatitis | ; Part | V: Acute Pancreatitis
I'l; Part V: Chronic Pancreatitis; Part VI : Pancreatic
Disease Cases including Acute Pancreatitis, Chronic
Pancreatitis, and Pancreatic Neoplasms. Two movies are
included on the CD: (1) Normal ERCP and (2) ERCP with
papillotomy and extraction of common duct stones. The

titles are arranged under both high and low r esolution.
Click on your choice of resolution and the section topics are
displayed, then advance at your own pace. A few clicks
mor e and t he images can be copied f or teaching
presentations.

I f you are looking f or ot her gastroenterology
topics, the Media Center also has previous AGA programs
such as Clinical Teaching Slides on CD-ROM. This CD
provides access t o over 1600 clinical images, including
clinical phot ographs, imaging st udies, histology, charts,
anat omical drawings and more. The interface allows you to
create your own cust om slide shows, search the complete
database to find images or text, view images in three sizes
and use the notepad to mix and match your notes with the
existing legends to individualize your lectures. | ndividual
images can be out put to slides, by importing the pict files
into Microsoft™ Power Point.

The Self-Made Man video explores the
philosophical and psychological issues behind physician-
assist ed suicide through the story of aterminally ill man
who takes his own lif e. Two collaborating organizations, the
Center for Elderly Suicide Prevention and Grief Related
Services and the Bay Area Hemlock Chapter, representing
dif fering positions on suicide, guide t he filmmaker's search.

On | ndependence Day at Stern Ranch, 77-year-old
solar energy pioneer, Bob Stern, finds out he's seriously ill.
Meanwhile, an elderly in-law is dying on artificial life
support. Mr. Stern decides to cheat that fate and take his
own lif e. Although his family tries to stop him, he decides



to set up avideo camerathe night before his death to tape
his arguments for suicide. His daughter, Susan Stern, tells
the story of her father®interesting lif e and explores
"rational suicide," the "right-to-die" and the dif ficult end-
of -lif e choices f aced by her father and our aging
population. The video includes interviews of the family.

Studies have confirmed that physicians disciplined
by state medical boards are the same physicians who, as
students, were misbehaving in medical school and residency.
These troubled doctors are known to have higher rates of
medical error and malpractice, which result in lawsuits,
fines, and penalties for the institution*

The isruptive ResidentsOtraining video t eaches
how to prevent costly lawsuits and wor kplace tension. | t
discusses the importance of intervention and provides a
guide to prevention and management of situations such as
angry out bursts, inappr opriate comments, and ref usal to
comply with graduat e medical education policies. The video
illustrates the correct and incorrect way that program
directors can deal with problem residents through a step-
by-step guide and can be used as a preventative training
tool for incoming residents and administrators. The
inf ormation on the DVD also provides an explanation of

zero tolerance of the disruptive resident along with
inf ormation on behavioral guidance, atool f or remediation,
and a sample adver se action policy.

The first DVD menu option provides graduat e
medical education leaders and program directors with tips
for intervening when aresident displays disruptive behavior
and details the elements of an eff ective disruptive
resident policy. The second menu option can be used as a
tool for resident training and orientation. The third option
contains a brief presentation by graduat e medical
education expert Dr. Richard Sheff, M.D., and provides
remediation for aresident who has exhibited disruptive
behavior.
