 The October 17th issue of JAMA includes a CDC 
study, ÒInvasive Met hicill in-Resist ant  Staphy lococcus 
aureus I nfect ions in t he United States,Ó that  
docume nts t he increasing incidence of MRSA infect ions 
with an est im ated 94,360 cases in 2005.  According t o 
it s lead author , Dr. R. Monina Klevens, t he dat a shows 
that  such infect ions m ay be t wice as com mo n as 
previously thought .   
 The study also concluded t hat  85 %  of invasive 
MRSA infect ions are associated with healt h care 
t reatme nt .   However , because of  the r ise of 
comm unit y-acquired MRSA, t here is also debate about  
whether health care facilit ies should test  all pat ients 
for MRSA upon adm ission.  Other research has 
suggested that  such techniques m ay be excessive.  
 Last  year , the CDC issued guidelines 
recom me nding that  hospitals t ry  to reduce infect ion 
rates by f irst  imp roving hygiene and resort  t o 
screening high- r isk pat ient s only if  ot her me t hods fail.   
 I n an effort  t o provide inst ruct ional support  for  
the CDC recomme ndat ions, the Media Cent er has 
acquired new DVD resources on t he so-called Ònew 
superbugsÓ and related infect ion cont rol issues.

 A new st rain super bug, mu lt iple drug resist ant  
Clost r idium difficile is the m ost  com m on cause of 
infect ious diarrhea acquired while being t reated in a 
hospital, and the m ost  com m on cause of acute 
diarrheal illness in long term  care facilit ies. Most  
t roubling, a new st rain of C. difficile is associat ed wit h 
an increasing sever it y of il lness and recent  epidemi cs 
across t he U.S., Canada and in Europe. I t  is im perat ive 
that  healthcare professionals educat e them selves 
about  t he organism , learn to quickly ident ify  and 
appropr iately care for  pat ients infected with C. dif ficile, 
and st r ict ly follow infect ion prevent ion and cont rol 
me asures to fight  this growing threat .

Of t hese, Methicillin- resistant  
Staphylococcus aureus ( MRSA )  is one of  the m ost  
epidemi ologically imp ortant  and has t he fastest  r ising 
rates of infect ion in t he healt h care facilit y. The 
eme rgence of potent ially deadly com mu nit y- acquired 
MRSA poses not  only a t hreat  t o persons outside of  
hospitals,  but  can also spread inside the heat h care 
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facilit y when the pat ient  is t reated. This program 
reflects t he CDC's camp aign t o prevent  ant imi crobial 
resistance in health care set t ings.

 St rains of bacter ia can mu t ate t o becom e 
resistant  to ant ibiot ics. These mu lt iple drug- resistant  
organisms  ( MDROs)  spread easily and resist  
t reatme nt .  The CDC MDRO Guideline requires renewed 
effort  and appropr iate st rat egies t o counter t his 
growing problem . MDROs m ust  become  a nat ional 
pr ior it y. The object ives of t his program are:  To provide 
intervent ions to cont rol and eradicate MDROs by  
explaining t he CDC Guideline recom me ndat ions, how 
to im pleme nt  them and when to do act ive surveillance 
cultures.
